WPROWADZENIE

1. Niniejsze sprawozdanie z postepéw w realizacji strategii Unii Europejskiej przeciw rozprzestrzenianiu broni maso-
wego razenia (BMR) przyjetej przez Rade Europejska w grudniu 2003 r. (dok. 15708/03) obejmuje dzialania prze-
prowadzone w 2018 r. Sprawozdanie nie ma charakteru wyczerpujacego i koncentruje si¢ na najwazniejszych kwes-
tiach. Wszystkie dzialania realizowano w ramach szerszego kontekstu unijnej polityki bezpieczenstwa i zapobiegania
konfliktom.

2. Zgodnie z globalng strategia na rzecz polityki zagranicznej i bezpieczenstwa Unii Europejskiej (dok. 10715/16),
strategia UE przeciw rozprzestrzenianiu BMR oraz nowymi kierunkami dzialan (dok. 17172/08) zasadami przewod-
nimi Unii Europejskiej pozostaja:

a) skuteczny multilateralizm, obejmujacy zachowanie centralnej roli i propagowanie powszechnego charakteru $wia-
towego systemu nieproliferacji i rozbrojenia, za po$rednictwem dzialan dyplomatycznych i pomocy finansowej
dla panstw trzecich i organizacji migdzynarodowych;

b) Scista wspdlpraca z poszczegdlnymi krajami na rzecz wzmocnienia miedzynarodowego rezimu nieproliferacji;

¢) zajmowanie si¢ kwestiami zwigzanymi z nieproliferacja w ramach unijnych politycznych posiedzen dwustronnych
oraz dialogéw dotyczacych nieproliferacji i rozbrojenia, jak réwniez w drodze mniej formalnych kontaktéw;

d) efektywne ikomplementarne wykorzystywanie wszystkich dostepnych instrumentéw izasobéw finansowych
(budzetu wspdlnej polityki zagranicznej i bezpieczefistwa, Instrumentu na rzecz Przyczyniania si¢ do Stabilnosci
i Pokoju, innych instrumentéw) w celu zapewnienia jak najwigkszej skutecznosci dziatan UE sluzacych realizacji

celéw unijnej polityki zagraniczne;.

3. W 2018 r. Europejska Stuzba Dzialan Zewnetrznych (ESDZ), w szczegdlnosci specjalny wystannik ds. nieproliferacji
i rozbrojenia, reprezentowali UE podczas wielu waznych miedzynarodowych spotkan, takich jak:

— posiedzenia grupy G-7 w skladzie dyrektorow ds. nieproliferacji w Ottawie, Banff i w miescie Québec,

— konferencja ustanawiajagca migdzynarodowe partnerstwo przeciw bezkarnosci za stosowanie broni chemicznej
(Paryz, 23 stycznia 2018 r.),

— druga sesja komitetu przygotowawczego do konferencji przegladowej Ukladu o nierozprzestrzenianiu broni
jadrowej w 2020 r. (Genewa, 23 kwietnia — 4 maja 2018 r.),

— 62. Konferencja Ogdlna Miedzynarodowej Agencji Energii Atomowej (MAEA) (Wieden, 17 — 21 wrzesnia
2018 1),

— 73. sesja Pierwszego Komitetu Zgromadzenia Ogdélnego ONZ (Nowy Jork, 5 pazdziernika — 8 listopada 2018 r.),

— 23. konferencja panstw stron i 4. konferencja przegladowa konwencji o broni chemicznej (Haga, 21 — 30 listo-
pada 2018 r.).
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Specjalny wystannik skupil si¢ na nastepujacych kwestiach:

a) promowanie utrzymania i wzmocnienia Ukladu o nierozprzestrzenianiu broni jadrowej (NPT) jako podstawo-
wego, wielostronnego instrumentu wzmacniania mig¢dzynarodowego pokoju, bezpieczefistwa i stabilnosci;

b) promowanie powszechnego przystegpowania do Traktatu o calkowitym zakazie prob jadrowych (CTBT) oraz jego
wejscia w zycie, a takze zwigkszanie widocznosci dzialan UE;

¢) ochrona miedzynarodowej normy zakazujacej stosowania broni chemicznej, w tym przez zapobieganie bezkar-
nosci dla takiego stosowania;

d) promowanie Haskiego kodeksu postepowania przeciwko rozprzestrzenianiu rakiet balistycznych (HCoC) jako
Srodka budowy przejrzystosci i zaufania;

e) inicjowanie i prowadzenie dialogu na temat nieproliferacji z waznymi partnerami oraz uwzglednianie kwestii
nieproliferacji w stosunkach dwustronnych UE.

4. W 2018 r. Grupa Robocza ds. Nieproliferacji dzialajaca w Radzie UE zebrala si¢ jedenascie razy, w tym na szczeblu
dyrektoréw, w celu oméwienia stanowisk i przyszlych dzialan UE. Delegatury UE w Wiedniu, Genewie i Nowym
Jorku przygotowaly i skoordynowaly wiele o$wiadczent UE przeznaczonych na fora wielostronne i aktywnie uczest-
niczyly w ksztaltowaniu polityki poprzez regularne unijne spotkania koordynacyjne.

KWESTIE ZWIAZANE Z BRONIA JADROWA

5. UE stanowczo popiera propagowanie upowszechnienia oraz catkowitego, pelnego i skutecznego wdrozenia Ukladu
o nierozprzestrzenianiu broni jadrowej (NPT), szybkie wejscie w zycie Traktatu o catkowitym zakazie prob jadrowych
(CTBT) oraz ustanowienie na Bliskim Wschodzie strefy wolnej od broni masowego razenia i $rodkéw jej przeno-
szenia. Wirdd priorytetéw UE jest takze nadal rozpoczecie i szybkie zakonczenie negocjacji — w ramach Konferencji
Rozbrojeniowej — dotyczacych Traktatu o zakazie produkcji materialow rozszczepialnych dla broni jadrowej i innych
jadrowych urzadzen wybuchowych.

Uklad o nierozprzestrzenianiu broni jadrowej (NPT) i Miedzynarodowa Agencja Energii Atomowej

6. Kontynuowano cykl przegladu NPT przez udzial w drugiej sesji komitetu przygotowawczego przed przewidziang na
2020 r. konferencjg przegladowa stron NPT, ktéra to sesja odbyla si¢ w Genewie w dniach 23 kwietnia — 4 maja
2018 r. UE przedlozyla cztery o$wiadczenia: jedno podczas debaty ogélnej itrzy podczas debat dotyczacych:
rozbrojenia nuklearnego, nieproliferacji i wykorzystania energii jadrowej do celéw pokojowych. Przedstawiono
réwniez specjalne o$wiadczenie wspierajace utworzenie na Bliskim Wschodzie strefy wolnej od broni masowego
razenia. Ponadto UE zorganizowata dwie imprezy towarzyszace, z ktérych pierwsza po$wiecona byla wsparciu Unii
dla Traktatu o catkowitym zakazie préb jadrowych i Organizacji do spraw Traktatu, druga natomiast korzy$ciom
plynacym z NPT, z naciskiem na wspdlprace miedzynarodowa w zakresie zrédet promieniotwérczych w calym ich
cyklu zycia. UE przedstawila tez dokumenty robocze na temat weryfikacji w zakresie rozbrojenia jadrowego ina
temat traktatu o zakazie produkcji materialéw rozszczepialnych dla broni jadrowej. Wszystkie panstwa czlonkowskie
UE poparly o$§wiadczenie w zwigzku z zagrozeniem jadrowym ze strony Korei Péinocnej. Na 73. sesji Pierwszego
Komitetu Zgromadzenia Ogélnego ONZ ds. rozbrojenia ibezpieczenstwa $wiatowego UE wniosta wklad we
wszystkie odnos$ne debaty, w tym w debate tematyczna dotyczacg broni jadrowe;j.

7. UE nadal wspierala podstawowe obowigzki MAEA w zakresie nieproliferacji, energii jadrowej, bezpieczenstwa jadro-
wego, jadrowego bezpieczenstwa fizycznego i wspolpracy technicznej.

8.  UE przyczynia si¢ do wdrazania opracowanego przez MAEA planu wspierania jadrowego bezpieczenistwa fizycznego
na lata 2018-2021 poprzez decyzje Rady (WPZiB) 2016/2383 (1), ktéra finansuje dzialania MAEA majace na celu
upowszechnienie migdzynarodowych instrumentéw stuzacych nieproliferacji i jadrowemu bezpieczenstwu fizycz-
nemu; zapewnienie wsparcia painstwom w tworzeniu miejscowego potencjatu technicznego, naukowego i ludzkiego,
niezbednego dla skutecznego i trwalego jadrowego bezpieczenstwa fizycznego; zwigkszenie zdolnosci zapobiegania
czynom zabronionym lub umyslnym czynom niedozwolonym obejmujacym materialy jadrowe lub inne materialy
promieniotwodrcze pozostajace poza kontrola regulacyjna, a takze wykrywanie takich czynéw oraz reagowanie na nie
iochrona przed nimi oséb, mienia, Srodowiska ispoleczefistwa; usprawnienie wykrywania nielegalnego handlu
materialami jadrowymi iinnymi materiatami promieniotwdérczymi oraz reagowania na ten handel; przyczynianie
si¢ do bezpieczenstwa informatycznego w dziedzinie jadrowej; zwigkszenie bezpieczenistwa Zrédel promieniotwor-
czych z mysla o ich bezpiecznym przechowywaniu w panstwach potrzebujacych wsparcia, w tym przez odestanie do
panstwa pochodzenia lub do dostawcy; zwigkszenie ochrony fizycznej materialéw jadrowych iinnych materialéw
promieniotworczych.

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9. Wspdlne Centrum Badawcze Komisji Europejskiej (JRC) nadal wspieralo baze danych MAEA o incydentach i niele-
galnym obrocie (ITDB) poprzez zapewnienie szkolen i mozliwosci rozwoju punktom kontaktowym ITDB z panstw
czonkowskich Unii Europejskiej i z krajow z regionu Balkandw.

10. Przy okazji 5. posiedzenia urzednikéw wyzszego szczebla UE-MAEA (15 lutego 2017 r.) JRC i MAEA podpisaly
,Praktyczne uzgodnienia w sprawie wspolpracy w zakresie zastosowania technologii jadrowych” majace na celu
ulatwianie prowadzenia wsp6lnych prac i unikniecie powielania dzialar. Jednym z dziatan objetych tymi praktycz-
nymi uzgodnieniami jest monitorowanie promieniotworczo$ci w $rodowisku przez mierzenie jej wcalej Europie
i w wielu innych miejscach na calym $wiecie w postaci przecietnych i maksymalnych dawek promieniowania gamma
odnotowywanych w ciagu ostatnich 24 godzin. Pomiary te pochodza z okoto 5 500 miejsc monitorowania obstu-
giwanych przez wiasciwe organy krajowe w 39 krajach, z ktérych to miejsc dane na temat najnowszych wartosci
radiologicznych przekazywane sa na europejska platforme wymiany danych radiologicznych (EPWDR). Powiada-
mianie o awarii jadrowej lub o zdarzeniu radiacyjnym odbywa si¢ poprzez sieci wezesnego powiadamiania, takie jak
ECURIE lub EMERCON, bedace w gestii odpowiednio Komisji Europejskiej i MAEA, po konsultacji z wlasciwymi
organami krajowymi. Dzialania przeprowadzone w 2018 r. obejmuja rozwdj zharmonizowanych procedur goto-
wosci na wypadek sytuacji wyjatkowej i reagowania kryzysowego, udzial w ¢wiczeniach (ConvEx, ECUREX), wsparcie
na rzecz mi¢dzynarodowego systemu informacji o monitorowaniu promieniowania (testowanie wymiany danych
z krajami spoza Europy, wymiana regionalnych danych z monitorowania).

11. Wspdlny wszechstronny plan dzialania (JCPOA) jest jednym z kluczowych elementéw $wiatowego systemu nieroz-
przestrzeniania broni jadrowej oraz osiagnie¢ dyplomacji wielostronnej. Stale i skuteczne wdrazanie tego porozu-
mienia ma podstawowe znaczenie dla bezpieczefistwa europejskiego. UE nadal przyczynia si¢ do wdrazania Wspdl-
nego kompleksowego planu dzialania poprzez koordynowanie prac wspélnej komisji, jak réwniez prac wielu grup
roboczych na szczeblu eksperckim utworzonych w ramach wspdlnego planu dziatania. UE udziela réwniez nadal
pelnego poparcia dlugoterminowej misji MAEA polegajacej na weryfikowaniu i monitorowaniu zobowigzan Iranu
zwiazanych z kwestiami jadrowymi. Od 2016 r. UE angazuje si¢ we wdrazanie zalacznika III do JCPOA, w szcze-
g6lnosci poprzez projekty stuzace poprawie bezpieczenstwa jadrowego. Przyznano juz 15 mln EUR na rzecz wsp6l-
pracy zIranem w zakresie cywilnego wykorzystania technologii jadrowych izawarto umowy na trzy projekty
wspierajace zaréwno iranski organ regulacyjny sektora jadrowego, jak i operatora elektrowni jadrowej w Buszerze.

12. Wspélpraca z Iranem w zakresie cywilnego wykorzystania technologii jadrowych jest jednym z najwazniejszych
filarow JCPOA inalezy do gléwnych elementéw zaangazowania UE na rzecz Iranu. Pozwala uzyskal lepszy
wglad w potrzeby Iranu w zakresie cywilnego wykorzystania technologii jadrowych i stopniowo budowaé zaufanie
co do pokojowego charakteru iranskiego programu jadrowego. Wspélpraca miedzy UE a Iranem w 2018 r. obej-
mowala czeste wymiany na wysokim szczeblu dotyczace zagadnieni politycznych, ze szczegblnym naciskiem na
zarzadzanie w zakresie kwestii jadrowych; wspdlne warsztaty na temat odpowiedzialnosci cywilnej i ubezpieczenia
od odpowiedzialnosci cywilnej w kwestiach jadrowych; projekty wspierajace wysitki iranskiego organu regulacyjnego
sektora jadrowego na rzecz dostosowania si¢ do norm miedzynarodowych w dziedzinie prawa i przepiséw regula-
cyjnych; seminaria naukowe iwizyty techniczne na terenach obiektéw jadrowych iw laboratoriach Wspdlnego
Centrum Badawczego UE; konferencje migdzynarodowe z zainteresowanymi podmiotami w dziedzinie jadrowej;
projekty na rzecz unowocze$nienia reaktora badawczego w Araku (Khondabie) i przeksztalcenia obiektu w Fordow
w centrum fizyki jadrowej itechnologii. Iran nadal byl gléwnym beneficjentem unijnego wsparcia w dziedzinie
bezpieczenstwa jadrowego.

13. Kompleksowe porozumienia o zabezpieczeniach wraz z protokolami dodatkowymi stanowia aktualny standard
weryfikacji; UE nadal wzywa réwniez do niezwlocznego powszechnego przystepowania do tych porozumien. Scista
wspOlpraca miedzy Euratomem a MAEA zapewnia skuteczne i efektywne zabezpieczenia. Unia aktywnie wspiera
system zabezpieczen MAEA poprzez program Komisji Europejskiej dotyczacy wsparcia zabezpieczen, Instrument
Wspdlpracy w dziedzinie Bezpieczenstwa Jadrowego, jak réwniez programy wsparcia realizowane przez panstwa
czlonkowskie UE.

14. UE ijej panstwa czlonkowskie przywigzuja ogromng wage do zapewnienia bezpieczenstwa jadrowego na calym
Swiecie oraz do cigglej poprawy sytuacji wtym zakresie. UE nadala moc prawng celom deklaracji wiedenskiej
w sprawie bezpieczenistwa jadrowego poprzez zmieniong dyrektywe w sprawie bezpieczenstwa jadrowego, ktéra
weszla w zycie w 2017 r. Jednym z kluczowych aspektéw zmienionej dyrektywy jest wprowadzenie w odniesieniu
do wszystkich operatoréw celu zapobiegania wypadkom i unikania znacznego uwolnienia substancji promieniotwor-
czych. Poprzez zmiang dyrektyw do prawa zwigzanego z EURATOM dodano réwniez tematyczne oceny wzajemne.
Pierwsza europejska tematyczna ocena wzajemna zostala juz pomyslnie przeprowadzona. Wszystkie panistwa czlon-
kowskie UE dokonaly transpozycji nowych wymogéw do prawa krajowego.
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15. Na wspieranie pokojowego wykorzystania energii jadrowej UE przeznaczyla 325 mln EUR na lata 2014-2020;
srodki te przeznaczono na propagowanie bezpieczenstwa jadrowego, ochrony przed promieniowaniem oraz stoso-
wania sprawnych i skutecznych zabezpieczen w panstwach trzecich. We wspétpracy z MAEA iz innymi partnerami
Komisja Europejska wspiera realizacje strategicznego ogélnego planu remediacji $rodowiska w Azji Srodkowej
iwsparta wraz z Republikg Kirgiska zorganizowanie w dniu 8 listopada 2018 r. migdzynarodowej konferencji
darczyncow, podczas ktorej uczestnicy zadeklarowali wyasygnowanie 17 mln EUR na realizacje planu.

16. UE ijej panstwa czlonkowskie nadal zdecydowanie popieraja program wspolpracy technicznej MAEA, w tym
poprzez wnoszenie istotnego wkladu na rzecz funduszu wspélpracy technicznej i inicjatywy na rzecz pokojowego
wykorzystania technologii jadrowej. UE i jej pafistwa czlonkowskie zajmujg drugie miejsce wsréd wnoszacych wkiad
w program wspolpracy technicznej bedacy jednym zistotnych narzedzi stuzacych umozliwieniu bezpiecznego
i pokojowego wykorzystywania technologii jadrowej i realizacji celow Agendy na rzecz zréwnowazonego rozwoju
2030.

17. UE i MAEA organizuja coroczne posiedzenia urzednikéw wysokiego szczebla w celu dokonania przegladu szeroko
zakrojonej wspélpracy i dalszego jej zaplanowania. Ostatnie takie posiedzenie odbylo si¢ 8 lutego 2018 r. w siedzibie
MAEA w Wiedniu. Dyskusje skupily si¢ na zwigkszeniu wspotpracy w zakresie bezpieczenstwa jadrowego, zabezpie-
czeniach, zréwnowazonym rozwoju, energii jadrowej, badaniach i na zwigkszeniu innowacji. Wysoka przedstawiciel
UE do spraw zagranicznych ipolityki bezpieczenstwa i wiceprzewodniczaca Komisji odbyla w marcu rozmowy
z dyrektorem generalnym MAEA.

Traktat o calkowitym zakazie préb jadrowych

18. Szybkie wejscie w zycie i upowszechnienie CTBT s waznymi celami strategii UE przeciw rozprzestrzenianiu broni
masowego razenia. Wszystkie panstwa czlonkowskie Unii wykazaly swoje zaangazowanie na rzecz traktatu przez
jego ratyfikowanie i stosowanie jego podstawowych zapiséw. CTBT jest mocnym Srodkiem budowy zaufania i bez-
pieczenstwa. UE konsekwentnie propaguje korzysci traktatu i warto$¢ dodang, jakg wnosi on w zapewnianie pokoju,
bezpieczenistwa, rozbrojenia i nieproliferacji, takze poprzez jego zastosowania cywilne, oraz wspiera finansowo
Komisje Przygotowawczg Organizacji do spraw Traktatu o Catkowitym Zakazie Préb Jadrowych (CTBTO).

19. 26 lutego 2018 r. Rada przyjela decyzje Rady (WPZiB) 2018/298 (*) w sprawie wspierania przez Uni¢ dzialan
Komisji Przygotowawczej Organizacji do spraw Traktatu o Calkowitym Zakazie Prob Jadrowych (CTBTO) w celu
zwickszenia jej zdolnosci w zakresie monitorowania i kontroli. Wsparcie finansowe w wysokosci ponad 4,5 mln EUR
przez okres dwoch lat ma sluzy¢ wspieraniu certyfikowanych pomocniczych stacji sejsmologicznych bedacych
czecig migdzynarodowego systemu monitoringu CTBTO; udoskonalaniu systeméw pobierania probek gazéw szla-
chetnych poprzez badania w dziedzinie materialéw poprawiajacych adsorpcje ksenonu; dalszym dzialaniom zwig-
zanym z pomiarem promieniowania tla dla ksenonu w réznych regionach $wiata; metodom prognozowania staty-
stycznego, aby okresli¢ poziom niepewnosci i poziom zaufania w przypadku symulacji modeli transportu atmosfe-
rycznego (ATM); naukowej ocenie zwigkszenia rozdzielczosci narzedzi ATM; rozwijaniu nowego oprogramowania;
usprawnianiu inspekcji na miejscu dotyczacych przetwarzania i wykrywania gazow szlachetnych; poprawianiu zdol-
nos$ci w zakresie automatycznego przetwarzania i integrowania w kontenerowym krajowym osrodku przetwarzania
danych sejsmicznych, hydroakustycznych i infradzwigkowych; zintegrowanym dzialaniom informacyjnym i dziala-
niom na rzecz budowania zdolnosci, skierowanym do panstw sygnatariuszy i panistw niebedacych sygnatariuszami.
UE ijej panstwa czlonkowskie wnosza tez wklad w utrzymanie i wzmocnienie systemu kontroli CTBT poprzez
udzielnie wsparcia technicznego izapewnianie doradztwa na forum grupy roboczej B wramach CTBTO oraz
podczas innych warsztatéw i seminariow.

20. Na zaproszenie grupy przyjaciét CTBT obejmujacej Australi¢, Finlandi¢, Holandig, Japonie, Kanadg i Niemcy wysoka
przedstawiciel/wiceprzewodniczaca uczestniczyla w 9. konferencji ministerialnej w Nowym Jorku 27 wrzesnia
2018 r., podczas ktérej wyglosila uzgodnione o$wiadczenie UE. W imieniu wysokiej przedstawiciel/wiceprzewodni-
czacej specjalny wystannik ESDZ ds. nieproliferacji i rozbrojenia uczestniczyl, wraz z sekretarzem wykonawczym
CTBTO i ministrem spraw zagranicznych, w konferencji wysokiego szczebla ,W strone $wiata bez préb jadrowych:
spelnienie obietnicy” zorganizowanej przez Belgie w dniu 22 maja 2018 r. Sekretarz wykonawczy CTBTO dr Lassina
Zerba wyglosit podczas niej wazne przeméwienie. Gospodarzem konferencji byt wicepremier Belgii i minister spraw
zagranicznych i europejskich Didier Reynders. UE uczestniczyla tez w maju 2018 r. w sympozjum CTBTO ,Nauka
i dyplomacja”.

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21. UE wykorzystuje kazda okazje do propagowania ratyfikacji CTBT — na forach miedzynarodowych i podczas spotkan
z krajami, ktére nie podpisaly jeszcze traktatu lub go jeszcze nie ratyfikowaly; nadal stosuje réwniez Srodki dyplo-
matyczne w celu propagowania wejscia w zycie traktatu CTBT w tych krajach. Wiedza fachowa UE i unijne $rodki
finansowe moga pomoéc krajom, ktérym brakuje zasobéw, w realizacji postanowien traktatu. UE z duzym zadowo-
leniem przyjela jego ratyfikacje przez Tajlandie w 2018 r. Kwestie dotyczace CTBT podnoszono dwustronnie
podczas dialogéw politycznych i dialogéw w zakresie polityki krajowej prowadzonych z Indiami, Pakistanem i Sta-
nami Zjednoczonymi.

Inicjatywy dotyczace jadrowego bezpieczenistwa fizycznego

22. W 2018 r. UE postanowila wesprze¢ réwniez finansowo jeden z kluczowych elementéw globalnej architektury
bezpieczenistwa i walki z terroryzmem — Miedzynarodowa konwencje w sprawie zwalczania aktéw terroryzmu jadro-
wego (ICSANT). Wsparcie ma zwigkszy¢ liczbe panstw, ktore przystapily do ICSANT, podnie$¢ $wiadomosé wsrdd
krajowych politykéw i decydentéw, a takze zbudowal potencjal po to, by przyczyni¢ si¢ do poprawy przepiséw
krajowych i wzmocni¢ zdolno$¢ podmiotéw krajowych, w tym urzednikéw wymiaru sprawiedliwoici w sprawach
karnych do prowadzenia dochodzefi, $cigania i orzekania w sprawach terroryzmu jadrowego. W dniu 10 grudnia
Rada przyjela Decyzje Rady (WPZiB) 2018/1939 (}) w sprawie wsparcia Unii na rzecz upowszechnienia i skutecz-
nego wdrozenia Migdzynarodowej konwencji w sprawie zwalczania aktéw terroryzmu jadrowego (ICSANT). UE
przekaze blisko pie¢ milionéw EUR w okresie trzech lat Biuru Narodéw Zjednoczonych ds.

2017 r., Unia Europejska kontynuowala swoje znaczne wsparcie polityczne i finansowe dla pelnego i skutecznego
wdrazania i upowszechniania konwencji, migdzy innymi poprzez wszechstronne wdrozenie przez jednostke wspie-
rajaca realizacje konwencji BTWC czwartego unijnego programu wspomagania przewidzianego w decyzji Rady

Ich celem jest zapobieganie uzyski-
waniu przez podmioty niepanstwowe dostepu do takiej broni i powigzanych z nig materialéw oraz powstrzymy-
wanie tych podmiotéw od takich dzialan. Przyjeta na podstawie rozdzialu VII Karty Narodéw Zjednoczonych
rezolucja zobowigzuje wszystkie panstwa do przyjecia niezbednych przepiséw uniemozliwiajagcych podmiotom
niepafistwowym zdobycie broni jadrowej, chemicznej lub biologicznej oraz do ustanowienia odpowiednich kontroli
krajowych nad materialami powigzanymi z tymi rodzajami broni, aby zapobiec nielegalnemu handlowi nimi. Doko-
nany w 2016 r. wszechstronny proces przegladu wspomnianej rezolucji potwierdzit jej gléwne przestanie, znaczenie
i nadrzedny charakter, co znalazlo odzwierciedlenie w rezolucji Rady Bezpieczenstwa ONZ nr 2325.

47. Aby wspomdc wdrazanie rezultatdw wszechstronnego przegladu z 2016 r. i przyczyni¢ si¢ do pelnej realizacji
rezolucji RB ONZ nr 1540, 11 maja 2017 r. Rada UE przyjela decyzje Rady (WPZiB) 2017/809 ('?) wspierajaca
wdrozenie rezolucji Rady Bezpieczefistwa ONZ nr 1540 (2004) w sprawie nierozprzestrzeniania broni masowego
razenia i$rodkow jej przenoszenia. Decyzja Rady obejmuje okres 36 miesi¢cy ijest wdrazana przez oenzetowskie
Biuro ds. Rozbrojenia w Nowym Jorku (UNODA), ktére cze$¢ prac zwigzanych z wdrazaniem zlecito OBWE
w Wiedniu. UE podziela cele polegajace na wspomaganiu panstw w identyfikowaniu konkretnej pomocy techniczne;j,
zwickszaniu $wiadomosci co do odpowiednich programéw pomocy technicznej, a takze zacie$nieniu wspdlpracy
z organizacjami miedzynarodowymi i regionalnymi w celu wspierania starafi na rzecz budowania zdolnosci krajo-

wych.

48. Unijne centra doskonalosci stuzace ograniczaniu zagrozen chemicznych, biologicznych, radiologicznych i jadrowych
(CBR]) to program budowania na $wiatowa skalg zdolnosci, skupiajacy 61 krajow partnerskich zgrupowanych wokoét
o$miu sekretariatéw regionalnych w nastgpujacych regionach: atlantyckie wybrzeze Afryki; Azja Srodkowa; Afryka
Wschodnia i Srodkowa; Kraje Rady Wspolpracy Panistw Zatoki Perskiej; Bliski Wschod; Afryka Pétnocna i Sahel; Azja
Poludniowo-Wschodnia; Europa Poludniowo-Wschodnia i Wschodnia.

49. Centra te sa finansowane w ramach Instrumentu na rzecz Przyczyniania si¢ do Stabilnosci i Pokoju i maja na celu
tagodzenie zagrozen zwigzanych z materialami CBRJ, wzmacnianie gotowosci krajow partnerskich i propagowanie
kultury bezpieczeristwa i zarzadzania nim. Panstwa uczestniczace s3 wspierane w staraniach na rzecz ustanowienia,
na zasadzie dobrowolnosci i przy stosowaniu oddolnego, regionalnego podejscia, krajowych i regionalnych struktur
koordynagji i zarzadzania. Platformy te stuza rozwijaniu inicjatyw politycznych izdolnosci na podstawie konkret-
nych analiz potrzeb i krajowych planéw dzialania. Sg wspierane z kilku projektéw wspélpracy regionalnej finanso-
wanych w ramach inicjatywy i otwarte na inne instrumenty finansowania.

50. Sie¢ centréw doskonaloici jest obecnie dobrze rozwinigta i umozliwita UE przeprowadzanie ¢wiczen symulacyjnych
i transgranicznych ¢wiczen w terenie w zakresie m.in. ochrony ludnosci, reagowania na incydenty, ochrony biolo-
gicznej i gospodarowania odpadami w ramach projektéw prowadzonych przez centra, tak by zwigkszy¢ ich widocz-
no$¢ ikonkretnie oceni¢ ich oddzialywanie. Ponadto inicjatywa ta jest na tyle dojrzala, ze moze wspiera¢ dalsze
dzialania sluzace zajeciu si¢ kwestiami zarzadzania bezpieczenstwem w zwiazku z cyberprzestepczoscig, terroryz-
mem, infrastruktura krytyczna, sfalszowanymi produktami leczniczymi, zagrozeniami hybrydowymi i materialami

programu ramowego. Badania obejmuja caly cykl zarzadzania kryzysowego od zapobiegania po odbudoweg. Dzia-
fania stuzace okresleniu potrzeb w zakresie normalizacji moglyby zaowocowaé normami europejskimi (EN). Program
,2Horyzont 2020” przyczyni si¢ do zintensyfikowania obecnych prac w zakresie badan dotyczacych CBRJ, dzigki
ukierunkowanym zagadnieniom.

Rada przyjeta decyzje (WPZiB) 2018/299 (*¢), ktéra
przedluza wsparcie UE dla dzialan konsorcjum na okres 2018-2021 poprzez wykorzystanie dotychczasowych
osiagnie¢ i dodanie nowych projektow.

54. Drzialania konsorcjum przyczynily si¢ do zwigkszenia wiedzy panstw trzecich ispoleczenistwa obywatelskiego
o wysitkach podejmowanych przez UE i w istotny sposéb wplynely na ksztaltowanie unijnej polityki w dziedzinie
nieproliferacji i rozbrojenia. Konsorcjum jest platforma umozliwiajaca nieformalne kontakty miedzy praktykami w tej
dziedzinie istymulujaca dialog miedzy réznymi podmiotami. Jego dzialalno$¢ pomogla zwigkszy¢ $wiadomosé
wyzwai zwigzanych z bronig masowego razenia ibronig konwencjonalng. Rozlegla sie¢ konsorcjum obejmuje
ponad 70 osrodkéw analitycznych w calej Europie.

UE nadal regularnie aktualizowala swoje przepisy, aby odzwierciedli¢ rozwéj sytuacji w zakresie wielo-
stronnych reziméw kontroli eksportu. W tym kontekscie 10 pazdziernika 2018 r. Komisja Europejska przyjela
rozporzadzenie delegowane (V) aktualizujgce wykaz kontrolny UE zgodnie z decyzjami podjetymi w 2017 r.
w ramach wielostronnych reziméw kontroli eksportu, i wprowadzila zmiany, np. do kontroli elementéw genetycz-
nych oraz zmodyfikowanych genetycznie organizméw, systeméw kontroli wymiarowej lub pomiaréw, ogniw wyso-
koenergetycznych, ztosliwego oprogramowania i rakiet no$nych.

57. Grupa Koordynacyjna ds. Podwdjnego Zastosowania nadal wspierata skuteczne i spdjne wdrazanie kontroli eksportu
w UE. Wprowadzono nowe funkcje do ,elektronicznego systemu dotyczacego produktéw podwoéjnego zastosowa-
nia”, ktére usprawnily wymiane o charakterze informacyjnym i technicznym w calej UE. UE zainicjowala proces
definiowania wytycznych zgodnosci przemystu i przeprowadzita w pazdzierniku i w listopadzie 2018 r. konsultacje
publiczne na ten temat. UE zainaugurowala réwniez projekt elektronicznego udzielania zezwolefi w celu wsparcia

60. Nadal realizowano program dotyczacy kontroli eksportu ,EU P2P” stuzgcy zwigkszeniu efektywnosci systemow
kontroli eksportu produktéw podwoéjnego zastosowania oraz powigzanych z nimi materialéw, sprzetu i technologii.
Obecnie program ten obejmuje 36 krajow z szeciu regionéw. W 2017 r. zostal rozszerzony, by umozliwi¢ wspot-
prace z Libanem. W 2017 i w 2018 r. zostaly uruchomione dwie nowe regionalne inicjatywy, z ukraifiskim centrum
nauki itechniki i z Migdzynarodowym Centrum Nauki i Techniki w Kazachstanie; dotycza one kontroli eksportu
i obejmujg dwanascie panstw.

61. Nadal prowadzono intensywna koordynacje programu dotyczacego kontroli eksportu ,EU P2P” z kierowanym przez
amerykanski Departament Stanu programem dotyczacym kontroli eksportu i powigzanego bezpieczenistwa granic.
Zorganizowano wspoélne europejsko—amerykariskie seminaria, by zdefiniowal wspdlne wskazniki oddziatywania
i skoordynowa¢ wsparcie w terenie. W 2018 r. UE zorganizowala drugi dialog na temat zarzadzania kontrola
eksportu; konferencje, ktéra polaczyla cztery systemy kontroli eksportu z paistwami i organizacjami partnerskimi.
Corocznie organizowany jest letni uniwersytet ,EU P2P” przeznaczony dla partneréw unijnych programéw infor-
macyjnych dotyczacych kontroli eksportu. Portal EU P2P (https://export-control.jrc.ec.europa.euf) nadal stuzyl jako
platforma dla wszystkich programéw informacyjnych UE w zakresie kontroli eksportu towaréw wojskowych i pro-
duktéw podwojnego zastosowania w celu dostosowania wymiany informacji do potrzeb krajow partnerskich UE.

62. UE zachgcala do dalszego prowadzenia prac nad zapobieganiem wyscigowi zbrojen w przestrzeni kosmicznej
(PAROS), nad zasadami odpowiedzialnego zachowania w przestrzeni kosmicznej inad Srodkami przejrzystosci
i zapobiegania konfliktom. UE wspierala prace prowadzone w ramach Komitetu ONZ ds. Pokojowego Wykorzy-
stania Przestrzeni Kosmicznej (COPUQS) przez grupe robocza ds. zréwnowazonych dzialan w przestrzeni
kosmicznej w dlugoterminowej perspektywie. Poniewaz w 2018 r. wytyczne dotyczace trwalego zréwnowazonego
charakteru dzialaii prowadzonych wprzestrzeni kosmicznej nie zostaly przyjete, UE bedzie nadal pracowala
z wszystkimi partnerami, by zakorniczy¢ te negocjacje.

W swoim o$wiadczeniu UE podkreslita wage Srodkéw przejrzystosci i zapobiegania konfliktom
oraz propagowania zasad odpowiedzialnego zachowania w przestrzeni kosmicznej w ramach Organizacji Narodow
Zjednoczonych. UE wskazala na pozytywny aspekt wypracowania prawnie niewigzacego instrumentu jako sposobu
osiagniecia tych celéw. UE ijej panstwa czlonkowskie propagowaly réwniez bezpieczenstwo i ochrong przestrzeni
kosmicznej wramach prac grupy ekspertéw rzadowych nad zapobieganiem wyscigowi zbrojel w przestrzeni
kosmicznej, Konferencji Rozbrojeniowej, w tym jej 3. organu pomocniczego, Komisji ONZ ds. Rozbrojenia ina
forum Zgromadzenia Ogélnego ONZ.
